Public: There was a representative from the Memorial Hall to enquire on the jubilee celebrations this was expanded into a fuller discussion during the formal meeting. 
There was a representative from the social club to enquire on the progress of the grant application. The Clerk confirmed the application and supporting documents would be sent to the Council again and the matter would be reviewed at the Finance Committee on 2nd February. All queries from Cllrs should be submitted ASAP via the Clerk to aid the discussion with a view of a recommendation on a decision at the next Parish Council meeting.

92. To accept apologies for absence.

93. Declarations of pecuniary and disclosable interests in respect of matters to be discussed.
The Chair reminded Cllrs to declare when necessary
94. To consider co-option to the Council.

This item was deferred to a future meeting. 

95. To Approve Minutes from Parish Council meeting held on 10th November 2021.
Unanimously approved and signed as a true record. 
96. Matters Arising. 
Tennis Court works – These had been completed although there were still concerns. The Clerk would request further action from the contractor.

Football parking – The Council were pleased with parking improvements. The Council agreed to write to the Football Club to thank them for their efforts. 
Tree works were completed – Cllr Allenby agreed to re-stake the trees on the rec in the absence of Cllr Martin.
97. Correspondence. 
The list had been circulated prior to the meeting. 

The following were highlighted: 

· Hall bollard damage was noted – The Memorial Hall were considering CCTV as a installation. The Council would consider the quotes at the next meeting pending Hall approval of an installation.
· Herbicide response from contractors – the Climate Group would review this. 

· Horsted Keynes – SID The Parish Council did not think this was a viable option due to licensing and excavation licenses etc.. 
· Twenty is plenty campaign – The Council did not wish to support this. 
· Heaven Farm development complaints were noted – The Clerk had forwarded these to the WDC enforcement officer who was monitoring the situation. 
· Over development in Wealden campaign – Chiddingly and Hartfield Parish Councils – The Council noted the correspondence. The Council agreed to engage with other local Councils in the first instance. 
98. Finance 

(i) To accept account summary 2021/22

Unanimously accepted. 

(ii) To approve expenditure as itemised on the schedule.
The expenditure of £67135.69 was duly approved. 

99. To receive an update on the memorial wall. 

The Clerk reported on the current process. A further report had been instructed by the insurers and was due shortly. The Clerk continued to chase but it was a complex matter, and she would report back ASAP once there was further progress.

The Council agreed expediting the works was a priority. The Clerk would continue to chase, and any expenditure would be brought back to the Council for approval. The Council asked the Clerk to get three new quotes would consider progressing works alongside chasing a reclaim if works were progressed before the insurance matter could be concluded. 
100. To receive update on Cemetery project.
The Clerk reported the mapping was almost complete. The input would be started this week. The project would then be expanded, and further signage and maps / noticeboards would be arranged. 
101. To receive an update on a  jubilee celebration. 

Cllr Allenby reported that the Ashdown Weekend format would be used over a four-day period to incorporate the jubilee celebration. A children’s party would be run by the School on the Thursday. The beacon lighting or similar on Thursday night event would be discussed for the evening in conjunction with the Memorial Hall Committee. An illumination theme for lighting the sky and trees was well received instead of a traditional beacon.
Some of the fete items were booked already. The evening event and marquee were yet to be finalised. On Sunday, a church service and Sunday community lunch would be possible. 

The Clerk confirmed some risk assessments would be required for the insurance cover. The Council confirmed it was a community event and a once in a lifetime and therefore needed to benefit the whole community and both villages. 

The Council asked the Clerk to contact Chelwood Gate Hall and was also asked to investigate tree planting and memorials and the Council asked Cllr Allenby to revert on costs for the next meeting.
102. To consider update on rec purchase and associated expenditure. 

The Clerk reported on the rec purchase there was still some discussion on the overage clause. The Council would need to consider this once the response was available and if the vendor’s solicitor insisted it remained the transaction would be delayed until the next meeting on 9th February. If the clause were removed the Council could complete the transaction ASAP. 
103. To consider playground update and project. 

This item was deferred until costs were proposed and circulated.

104. To receive an update on tree works and consider any costs. 
All planned tree works were completed at the current time. 

The Council agreed to monitor the new planting and review further planting at the right time. The Clerk was asked to chase up the replacement trees for the cemetery slope.
