The Parish Council supports the application and the green initiative subject to neighbour’s representations as there was some concerns over neighbouring views in AONB.

The Clerk reported that ESCC confirmed the following: 

(i) There was no possibility of a SID location being agreed in a 50mph. 

(ii) There was unlikely to be a change in speed in Wych Cross as it had only recently been changed. 

(iii) There was a possibility of a speed survey in Wych Cross being part funded Ian Johnson would report costs back to the Council for their consideration. 
(iv) The costs for a village gateway (Danehill) and other improvements would be quoted for by ESCC for consideration by DPC. 
The Clerk would continue to lobby Sussex Police for action and chase ESCC for quotes to consider in due course.
