Malcolm Burwood from Danehill Memorial Hall outlined the activities and events at the hall since Covid reporting on a focus on getting people to socialise more. The next film night would be 25th February. The hall would be requesting further financial aid to maintain the hall from the Council in the Spring. 

The BBC Radio 4 Any Questions programme will be recorded on 17th March at the hall and anyone who wanted to attend was welcome. 

There was a query raised on the bollard lighting on the path from the hall to the car park which did not seem to be working. The Clerk would action a repair following this report. 

Matt Dowd the new PCSO for Hartfield Danehill and Forest Row introduced himself. He was not there for reporting crime that should still be done via 101 or 999. He was aware of some concerns of burglary and urged people to report so an accurate picture can be formed. He was keen to attend a community meeting. He would also confirm Chelwood Gate was within his remit. 

Concerns about pavement parking and excessive roadside parking following Ashdown Forest Parking restrictions were raised with the PCSO. 

The PCSO was asked to provide an article for the next edition of the Parishioner to outline best process and contact details. 
County and District Report

Cllr Galley – His update had been published prior to the meeting.  

He reported further that the County Council would be increasing their precept by 2.99% and 2% for adult social care. This would be finalised on 5th February. Wealden District Council would increase by 2.99%. The fire precept was yet to be determined. 

He finally reported the Community Lottery launch in February with proceeds to local charities and events. 

He was aware of the road issues and was lobbying for road improvements.
