DWELLINGS, PROVISION OF NEW VEHICULAR ACCESSES, LANDSCAPING AND OTHER ASSOCIATED INFRASTRUCTURE). Planning Inspectorate Ref: APP/C1435/W/22/3303917
The Parish Council agreed to submit a formal objection in line with the comments made previously when the original application was considered. 

98. To consider update on Chelwood Gate Village Green and Recreational Ground and ratify any expenditure required. 

The Clerk reported on the witness statements and progress to date. It was hoped that now the Council had submitted the statements to the land registry  a formal resolution for access arrangement would be finalised ASAP. 
The Clerk reported on the license draft circulated to the Council for the driveways on Chelwood Gate Common. It was agreed that the Council would review this in the Summer once it had been reviewed and consequences of a formal license considered. 
99. To consider actions to complete emergency plan. 

The Clerk outlined the process to resolve the progress to complete the plan. It would be advertised on Facebook and the Website. 
Copies of questionnaires would be available with ‘The Parishioner’ and at the village market. 
100. Report on election process for May elections. 

The dates were outlined. 
The Clerk reported on the arrangements for election packs and process.

Cllr Blake was writing a report on the process for ‘The Parishioner’.
101. To consider arrangements for the annual April Parish Meeting. 

It was agreed the Chairman would call the meeting and James Adler from the Forest would provide a short presentation. There would be time for public questions and for groups to showcase themselves. 

The Clerk would arrange appropriate refreshments. 

102. To receive update on repairs and consider quotes for further playground work. 
This item was deferred in relation to major repairs until the next financial year. The minor repairs would be undertaken ASAP. 
103. To consider any correspondence on coronation events and arrangements. 

No further correspondence had been received. 

The Danehill Memorial Hall event was noted. Nothing had been heard from Chelwood Gate Hall. 
The Clerks proposal for a  commemorative seed distribution was received and the Council considered it and agreed a budget of £200 to progress this with school, youth and village market as places for distribution. 

104. Councillor Reports. 
The Parish Council meeting was paused for a report from the District and County Cllr Galley report. 
He reported on the proposal for the business park of over 77 acres near Maresfield and a development for 2000 houses between Isfield and Piltdown which would affect the rural character of the area with no due respect to a long-term overreaching  strategic plan. 

The Chair asked for his response to Hadlow Down Parish Council correspondence on potholes. His response concluded there were several issues causing the current situation and could not really be helped. 
The Parish Council meeting recommenced. 
The Parish Council considered the comments on the application for the business park as whilst it was not immediately adjacent to the Parish there were concerns over increased traffic, need for further housing and a change to a rural area removing green space. As such the Council agreed to write to WDC despite not being consultees.
