WD/2023/0599/CD – The Council would like to re-iterate their comments on the screening of this site being retained when the original application was supported subjected to screening and this application would reduce the privacy and quiet enjoyment of the residential neighbours. 
115. To consider update on Chelwood Gate Village Green and Recreational Ground and ratify any expenditure required. 

The Clerk reported the land registry applications for the Rec and the War Memorial had been submitted. 
The Village Green matter was on hold as previously agreed. 

The Clerk was asked to get some quotes for repairs to the track behind the war memorial and also the triangle of land to make it less uneven. 

116. To consider costs for cemetery safety testing.

Costs for wobble testing were outlined and health and safety rationale behind the plan. 
The Council agreed to pay £3.50 per memorial for safety testing totalling approximately £2000 and this expenditure would be taken from the cemetery ear marked reserves as this had not been previously budgeted for. 

117. To approve the Climate Action Plan.

The proposed policy has been circulated prior to the meeting following the Climate Committee meeting. The practical action plan would sit behind this policy as a working document. 
The Council unanimously approved the policy for immediate adoption. 

118. To consider any correspondence on coronation events and arrangements. 
The Council agreed to the Memorial Hall grant for £250.00. The Clerk was asked to ask the hall committee for the latest accounts and also for another DPC representative to sit on the Memorial Hall Committee.  
The Council also agreed to not progress with a seed commemoration to each household. 
Instead the Council agreed to continue with replacement tree planting and provide an interpretation board with information on the tree planting scheme and coronation. 

119. Councillor Reports. 
Cllr Martin reported on the conservators gorse cutting near Wych Cross. 
Cllr Stott reported on the parishioner progress it was hoped it would be sent out next week. 
Cllr Allenby reported on a possible family fun run on June 11th using the Rec and the Pavilion. Subject to a risk assessment and pavilion availability the Council approved the event.
