Description: CONVERTING THE DOUBLE GARAGE INTO AN ANNEX, ANCILLARY TO THE MAIN HOUSE. Amended plans received removing the proposed dormer and replacing with roof lights, along with changes to the proposed fenestration and a retention of the existing garage doors.

The Parish Council continues to object to the application due to the location of the building which is in front of the current building line for the house and without restriction this could be used for high turnover holiday let which would be detrimental to the neighbour’s quiet enjoyment of their property. In addition this proposed new dwelling is within 2 kilometres of the SPA /SAC well within the 7k buffer zone.
