County Report – Cllr Galley reported on the main recent issue which was the Gatwick northern runway extension. There appeared to be a party division on the issue.

District Report – Cllr Coleman reported on the Wealden Council strategy which was due to be ratified in November this would be replacing the previous council corporate plan. It would be more of a vision statement from the new alliance and would show the new direction the Council was taking. 
The Bird in Eye planning appeal had been rejected which was good news for the protection of ancient woodland and as a precedent for future appeals. 
Council Tish has sought King’s council advice on the balance of development in the AONB with positive feedback and also sought King’s council advice on Southern Water dealing with waste water and sewage. Advice confirmed Infrastructure must be in place before occupation although it cannot be refused as a planning reason.

68. To receive update on safety tests at the Cemetery. 
The Clerk reported she and the Chair had visited the cemetery and there were two main types of monuments affected:

Crosses – It was agreed these could be laid down in a cost effective manner as these were mainly older monuments and this would enable them to be made safe. 

Upright – It was agreed to lay down the large couple which were quite old and untended.

The remainder of uprights it was hoped would be dealt with by families in due course once they had visited. The Clerk was asked to add notices to the Lychgate to encourage the process and explain the safety notices. The Clerk would also review the burial records to try to find family contact information to make contact. 
This was unanimously approved by the Council.

The Chair reported on the SLR meeting and the future planned works agreed by ESCC. School Lane works were now completed. 
The fence over the water course was noted as still outstanding the Clerk would report that to ESCC. 
The Chair confirmed the Clerk had written to ESCC to confirm DPC would pay 50% of the speed survey. 
ESCC were keen for defects to be reported via the website.

· The design could be more imaginative to take advantage of the vantage point.

Cllr Coley reported on the recent grant scheme from WDC to improve community spaces. It was not likely 3 quotes could be sought by the deadline of next week. However there was another round of funding in 2024. 
Cllr Hogg reported on bio-diversity planning for the parish and help from AIRS and hoped to have a report back ASAP. 

Cllr Blake reported on solar lighting on bus shelters it was agreed to progress this at a cost of approximately £300 per bus shelter. 
Cllr Martin reported that vandalism was causing an issue for parking signs in the Ashdown Forest car parks.
