DANEHILL PARISH COUNCIL


Minutes of the Danehill Parish Council Meeting held on Wednesday 4th June 2025 held at Danehill Memorial Hall at 7:30pm

Present:  Cllrs N. Hogg (NH), Cllr C. Bowes-Crick (CBC), Cllr A. Ceschin (AS), Cllr A. Ammon (AA), Cllr L. Chessun (LC), Cllr T. Martin (TM) and Cllr T. Blake (TB)
Absent: Cllr B. Coley (BC) and Cllr J Stott (JS).

Members of Public:  One member of the public was in attendance. Also in attendance was District Cllr Coleman.
Public Meeting
Public – There was concern raised over parked cars on Stone Quarry Road and the hedge overhanging the corner. The Chair confirmed this was an issue for ESCC and the matter could be referred to ESCC if the resident was concerned. Cllr Ceschin said he had a contact with the owner and would mention the matters to them. 
There was a concern raised over the change of use for the garage at Cyrella. 
District Cllr Coleman said she was aware of the problem and would take it up with WDC enforcement. 

County Report – Cllr Galley’s report had been circulated prior to the meeting. 
District Report – Cllr Coleman reported on the local government reorganisation consultation which would close on 23rd June and encouraged the Council to respond. 
There was now a higher bar for planning decisions following a change in legislation. She also advised on proposed new legislation that could be detrimental to the environment. 
She advised on concerns over the Owlsbury development and the deadline for comments was the 22nd June. 

The gatwick expansion had been advised for refusal but the Government had sounded more positive the 9th June was the deadline for comments. 
She outlined the positive outcomes on recent planning applications. 
She provided information on the newly established Council Award Fund would give each Cllr £10000 this year to hand out to small projects spread across each Cllrs parishes. 
She provided information on the new infrastructure Clif fund of over 2 million which required 20% match funding for projects with awards of £5000 to £200000. 

Finally she reported on the Ripple effect meeting in Hartfield at 7pm on 12th June.

The Council resolved to waive the non-resident rate further to a recent request as an exception to the agreed policy due to specific circumstances. 
Various training dates had been circulated Cllrs Hogg and Ammon agreed to go on the finance and governance course. 

There was a request for funding for a water sampling kit up to £500 
The Council resolved to fund the kit up to £500.00 by way of changing the environmental and sustainability budget from £400 to £1400.

There was no update on the claim although it was noted the insurers had instructed solicitors to defend the claim and the item was duly deferred to a future meeting.

Cllr Chessun reported that the tennis club would not be looking to take on the tennis courts but could look into some private hire with reduced lesson costs for locals. She had also contacted the paddle club and the dimensions were outlined and she agreed she would find out more about costs to consider at a future meeting. 

It was noted there had been a concern raised over moss and surface of the courts. The Council agreed whilst not perfect and aging the courts were in an acceptable condition.

The Clerk would continue to get fence quotes. 

21 To review request for more benches on the recreation field. 

Cllr Chessun reported that she had identified several locations she would circulate them. Broadly the Council thought four composite benches were required.
The Clerk would get some costs for a future agenda item to agree locations and costs agreed. 
22 To consider lighting options for Danehill.

Cllr A. Ceschin reported that no progress had been made. 
The item would be deferred to a future meeting. 
23 To receive update on emergency plan. 

Cllr Ammon reported that good progress had been made. There was short discussion on how to keep it up to date and how to sign post to vulnerable people and other organisations. She anticipated finalising it before the next meeting for approval.
