County Report – Cllr Galley’s report had been circulated prior to the meeting. He reported on a passed ESCC motion to protect the environment against Central Government new guidelines which was widely supported by most parties. He also reported on highways repairs and improvements to surface versus speed issues. 
District Report – Cllr Coleman reported on the CLIF fund and the ward fund available from WDC. She also reported on several large applications being approved in spite of opposition and WDC refusals. She also reported on the continued unitarization process. On 10th September she was holding a meeting at Fletching Church with Tony Juniper Chair of Natural England. Project Ripple works are continuing.

Unanimously resolved to progress option 2 to work with the Hall Committee to close the current charity and retain and preserve the asset by transferring the Hall into the ownership of the Parish Council

Unanimously resolved to agree the proposed 5 positions with a pair of gateways at each location and increase in expenditure to accommodate the larger open gate style.  The Clerk would progress license agreements with ESCC and instruct the contractor Glasson.
